LacPatrick's product portfolio includes an extensive range of quality milk, cream, butter, buttermilk, yoghurts
and desserts. A significant part of the business is export-led with powdered milk, cheese and butter being
distributed worldwide. LacPatrick LP brand powdered milk has an excellent reputation for quality in World
Powder Markets. The company is continuing to grow its powder business, with a completed major
investment of £30m now doubling output.
